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CATEGORICAL GRANT

A bill or measure after it passes one or both chambers. Also used to denote a
law in place.

Process through which multiple recipients receive a share of appropriated funds.

An expenditure that is reasonable for the services rendered and conforms to the
established consistently-applied policy of the organization.

The specific amount of money made available by an Appropriations Act.

Legislation that makes funds available for a specific purpose over a specific period
of time.

A legislative action establishing a program and general amounts of money to fund
the program. An appropriation provides the funds.

A proposed law.
A fixed sum awarded to a state or other level of government for a specified purpose,
usually with broad flexibility in determining how the associated funds will be used to

achieve the specified purpose of the grant.

Denotes amounts authorized to be received or expended during a specific
period of time.

The amount of money by which spending exceeds revenue.
